As a consumer, I want to be able to use the best possible fuel in my vehicle, and Volkswagen's level of support for the broad range of diesel alternatives emerging on the market, including high quality blends of biodiesel fuel at percentages greater than B5, will definitely affect my purchase considerations in the future. 

Support for biodiesel is gaining momentum as the number of biodiesel producers and users grows exponentially. Here are some of the factors supporting the growing interest in biodiesel: 

· ASTM International recently passed significant improvements to the B I 00 and B20 specifications that support the growing use and acceptance of biodiesel as a reliable alternative to petroleum diesel.
